Towards community building across the many campuses 

of CMC, the popular Luminary Lecture series, one of the 

highlights of the Centenary Year of Medical Education in 

2018, was re-started.

They raised the alarm 

that development sans ecological sustainability would 

only lead to environmental degradation and disaster for 

human populations in the long run. Mr. Guha spoke of the 

aesthetic, educational and political environmentalism of 

Rabindranath Tagore; the sustainable agro-forestry of 

Mirabehn (who worked with Gandhiji for many years); 
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the inter and trans-disciplinary ecological thinking and approach of Radhakamal Mukerjee (Professor of 

Economics at Lucknow University); the wholistic urban planning principles and aspects that Patrick Geddes, 

a Scottish town planner, espoused, and the broad and comprehensive focus on sustainable environments by 

Madhaviah Krishnan, a pioneering  wildlife photographer, writer and naturalist.   

Following Mr. Guha’s enlightening, erudite and passionate talk, Dr. Deepa Ramaswamy, Professor of 

Psychiatry chaired a lively interactive session. Dr. Vinod Abraham, Vice Principal (UG), proposed the vote of 

thanks and the programme ended with the National Anthem.
